ACTIVE FEAST — REVIEW BY SPENCER WRIGHT

Whilst scrolling through the CC Moore website iner to find some more goodies |

suddenly come across something that grabbed mitiatte Its name was Active
Feast.

It looked good and the more | read the more | sinildvad found something that |
honestly thought could give me a massive edge ifishing and with that in mind |
ordered some straight away.
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After ordering | went back online to look at it agat was packed with everything
carpy. There is freeze dried insects and bugsnfigts, snails, shrimps, daphnia,
insect eggs and other natural products includegetisas a koi feeding stimulant.

With this type of product could it really fail? T® able to include all these goodies
into a groundbait is certainly something special tmsay | was eager to get out there
and give it a good go would be an understatement!



When the parcel
arrived | was like a
child in a sweet
shop, ripping at the
box to see what it
was like and to see
if it lived up to the
reputation that |
had thought it
deserved.

| cut the re-sealable
tab at the top,
(which I think is a
really good idea —
well done CCM)
opened up the bag and got a waft of bugs stralgimynose, it had a slight creamy
smell to it and was cream in colour.

What struck me first was the amount of particled there inherent in the mix. It
looked as though there were 50 ingredients mixeuh tipere. | was trying to figure
out what all the different “things” were in theretlgave up after about 5!

It didn’t matter now. | had it, what was | goingdo with it?

Another thing that went through my mind was wouild fish crunch the particles with
their pharyngeal teeth? Whether it would crunctang send a crunching sound
through the water possibly attracting other carphgysound it created?



Putting it to good use:

My mind was a blur in how | was going to get thetifeom the mix. Firstly | had
done so well with stick mixes in the past.

Not only does a stick give you a bit of attractimnyour hook, it also helps to stop
tangles when casting which is a result in itself.

| did some testing with the “active feast” befoighfng. It's something that you
should really do before casting a product out thlake. You never know how some
things are going to react and it was no use chgdkiout and hoping for the best.

On the overview on the CC Moore site it explaineel ‘tactive feast” was a very light
mix of ingredients and had the possibility of maythrough the water column. This
is very apparent when you see it in the edge. Tikebobbles and moves like it is
alive. It is “very” active. The name complimentpérfectly. Another massive edge
became apparent after swilling the water around theestick. The water became a
blur and although the particles flew into the watelumn it seemed to “hold” in the
area.

Due to the ‘activity’ of the mix | had to be carkfot to ruin my presentation, my
thinking’s were as follows. If the stick was puiiae feast it would float up in the
water column. Perfect for fishing in weed to catlg balance your bait over the top
but | was fishing where the weed had died backlamahted to take the stick and my
hook bait down hard onto the dedkith this in mind | thought about mixing in equal
guantities of N-gage crumb which was the freezdrtbat | was using.



This was achieved using a Krusha tool. For beirtgbauhe bank they really are
something special and have a multitude of uses ffonding down boilies to the
hardest particles, they can grind anything to dbst.l had left some boilies out to
thaw, then crushed them to a dust and introducenh ihto the active feast to make a
lovely carp-crunchy snack.

After playing about
with the mixture
amounts | found that
50/50 was fine for
my tactics although
as | mentioned
earlier, the
possibility of
reducing the amount
of crumb from the
stick could affect the
stick to critically
balance it in the
water so there are
definite possibilities
if you are willing to
test it further.

The next thing to make you aware of is the dryreétgke mix; sometimes it can
become stuck in the stick tube. It does take somsbipg through at times so be
careful to not make the stick too long with the Bemanesh tubes as you may also
have difficulties.

Adding Liquids:

The next step in the chain was to add a liquid
to the stick. By doing this you are also
spreading another type of signal into the water
column through and with the particles. Since |
was using the N-gage freezer bait then It was
an obvious choice to try the N-gage liquid to
compliment the crumbed bait in the mix.

Due to the temperature of the water when |
first received the mix | was going to have to be
careful how | went about introducing the

liquid. I had fallen foul in earlier years of
adding liquids to PVA in colder weather and
reeling in the remnants of it in the morning.
Another reason to try things before casting
out!



This of course will change with warmer conditiomsl anytime between April and
October you will have no problems adding liquidheitit having melting problems
(as long as you use a quality PVA that is.)

| was dipping the stick and hook bait into the Ng&#éiquid, giving it a swill around
and then it was just a case of casting out ontepleeific spot you had in mind. | felt
that more than this would possibly cause probleugstd winter being upon us.

Within a short amount of time | found out | was@atwinner, this culminated in the
catch of a December 40 that found the whole loiaisly irresistible. Currently it is
still winter but | cannot wait to be able to usestbombination through the spring. |
really feel as though it is going to be a fish metgn

The fish will be out there looking for food. Duettte nature of spring they have a
real tendency to feed on bugs and pond life, alllmtch is packed into the active
feast. That's what | am going to have on the enchphook bait.

A bag-full of natural goodness!

| have only touched on the 1 liquid so far althoumglv | am looking into other
possibilities. Really, the list is endless. Theme $0 many liquids in the CCM range
that any of them will produce fish although I'm ledpl | have found something else
that will take it to another level.



Other uses:

As you can imagine, for the active feast theresamaultitude of uses for it. It could be
used as a ground bait, being balled up and fir¢dndo a swim.

Spodding active feast that has been mixed withdigu a particle mix is also very
effective and will have the fish climbing the banksr those who are fond on fishing
with zigs, this could be a major edge for you.

What about mixing your boilies with a liquid or weathen sprinkling over active
feast before casting out. Your boilies will be frez on the bottom.

The list of possibilities with this product is eeds. You could tailor your own fishing
to accompany it. It really is something special anthething that will be a major
edge in my fishing and possibly yours too.
