During the
second week some swims (1, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11) aroun
the lake had total blanks and in several only ane o
two fish were caught.

Only three fish were caught in the popular swim
19 during the two week period.

Stephan and Henrik in swim 18 soon noticed that
most people around them adopted winter tactics,
baiting very lightly. And the less they caught, the
less they baited. Being firm believers that carp
like food, and big carp like a lot of food — they
upped their baiting instead, and baited a bucket
per rod rather than a mere handful.

And soon the fish started coming their way. Allusf Swedes caught 50Ib+ carp, with the best fisimgaio
Stephan Nielsen's rods in swim 18 — an immaculatencon of 68lb.




And a monster mirror of 75Ib.

This was the first ever 30 kg plus common caughd by
Scandinavian angler and also the biggest mirror.eve
- Stephan has now caught 3 fish over 30 kg.

All our good fish were caught on the Odyssey XX>eddless to
say all of us now have a new favourite bait?
