The texture of the bait is
also very similar to the standard freezer baitsravtdock hard like some other “hard

hook-bait mixes” I've tried in the past.

| have had no such worries with the hardened baxitd,| have confidently left the
whittled down baits out for 12 - 24hrs with no plerios at all. Not that they usually
need to be out that long anyway, as the carp ®ptck up these little “bit baits” with
far less caution than the standard round balls tresd to seeing day in day out.

As proof of the pudding, my first session out udimg baiting scenario produced a tri
of 30’s and the tactic has proved so successfai mever go fishing anywhere

without a tub of the hardened baits in my rucksack.
