Some essential oils are especially effective afyeund and the following is just a sample of thtdsat CC Moore
have sourced to help create great catches in &rwe@mperatures: Thyme oil, Cinnamon oil, Clove @eranium
oil, Aniseed oil and Black Pepper oil. These caubed at a level of up to about 2 ml per kg of bax, however |
have occasionally used them neat as bait dipsthamdan prove instant in some circumstances; epriyng and
winter especially, although in summer | often pagkground baits with them too and believe me theykw
wonders!

Thyme oil and its most bioactive components arel uisélavour blending for some of the most sucogsifivours
ever known so do not overlook this rarely usedAlthhough Black Pepper oil is well known and widelsed, it is
not often used with clove oil or in conjunction witinnamon oil for instance Around 30 years agemh@émber
cleaning up in January fishing with luncheon meatked in neat aniseed oil so don’t be afraid expent. You may
just stumble on a combination that changes youliramtfe!

Flavours are a subject on their own of course hetaspect that is very significant is that theetasta flavour
actually matches the taste; it is far more satigfyand encourages far more bait consumption. COrdtibavours
have been chosen with exactly this vitally impor@spect in mind and the superb flavours they affew this
attribute is very special! There are genuine wiarieat you must try including the rather more umli&iitra
Belachan Essence, Ultra Green Lipped Mussel Esseliita Bloodworm Essence, the new Ultra Pear DEepence,
the new Ultra Honey Essence, and many more; frain timique Tutti Fruitti, Pineapple, Scopex, Crad the lip-
smacking Frankfurter Essence! (Mixing flavours tihge is a great thing to experiment with too!) &etfthe proven
Meteor combination of Scopex and Frankfurter adgeeat new dimension to either essence.

Modern carp bait liquids, extracts and complexesdasigned to maximise the triggering of the cagaling
response and are often termed liquid foods. Theydoch more than just trigger feeding via taste h@sedue to
their vital nutritionally stimulating contents apdtent biological values they directly impacts umtiner of the fish’'s
sensory systems. Above all, liquid foods end upd@@amning carp to come looking for an energy-e#iti meal and
the substances in liquid foods and their combimatican be unique to the bait you put together amehvintroduced
regularly to a water can seriously multiply youcsess as fish associate your bait more and mohenwititionally
valuable food items.

Last year | had a letter from a guy who had streggin a South-West syndicate lake and ended uminis own
baits using a formula he created with a little Hetpn his friends. Within 3 months the baits he baén making
using CC Moore ingredients had resulted in his beason ever topped by the biggest carp in thedakeirror
weighing over forty pounds. This is why making yown bait is such a massive buzz!

| vividly recall my first capture of a forty pourmbmmon in the UK, 4 years ago now, which was foddwip by a
mirror also over forty pounds (just 2 hours latane followed by another forty 2 days later during same session.)
All these fish were caught on homemade baits fishent about 18 kilograms of pastes and tiny dispshd and tiny
un-uniform shaped par-boiled baits; it was awesetuf! Note: Sure some waters are much easierdttzars, but
then catches like this did not happen to carp asgle this water previously, even though certaants of
readymade boilies had been used. (The trick wasédhe bait to constantly pump the water fulliqdid triggers.)

A June forty mirror from a fairly easy UK water tills 2 forties in 2 hours on homemade baits is exdctly
common!



Having your own bait-testers is very handy — buhimy beats actually fishing for the most accufatslback!
Forget tank tests and theory based analysis; gedtihthere doing it is the only real answer.

A homemade nut ground bait — very productive!



A stunned look from me, (probably sunstroke) wittracking June specimen. Regular testing of yourdmoade
baits against competing anglers’ ‘ready-mades’s&iously give you confidence in your homemadeshaiid pay-
off for you big-time! This fish was caught on 3ytirock-hard UFO-shaped balanced baits.

Consider this; it is much easier to catch carp wtheir guards are down in the maelstrom of wellidied water
brimming with competitively feeding fish. In all hesty, the universal use of tiny bags of stick does not impress
me very much compared to the use of this much reféeetive approach wherever appropriate — whidarnsnore
applicable to many more fishing situations that Mrerage’ carp angler seems to comprehend. The loose feed
that is introduced, the more the visibility is redd and the attraction is increased-simple reHlijou think fish are
seeing your rigs and line then this must surelgmeption worth trying.

Hard work of constant baiting with tiny homemadstpabaits resulted in this July forty.

Many of the best known carp anglers truly apprediaé power of this approach and bait up accorgjrmlt it is far
from simply being just a matter of chucking outkildgrams of boilies upon arrival at your swim;Hisg with
sufficient ability to consistently catch is a higlieveloped skill/art. Fishing experience and tader vital pieces of
the angling jigsaw and are just as important as bahing with even the most proven baits in thiervg way will
end in failure; being able to capitalise on a hygifective bait means that other angling skilld amethods must of
course be implemented to apply the bait in the raffsttive manner.

like you do...they really help accelerate your beairning process, and can seriously improve yesults and
confidence!)

Mixed, pre-soaked chopped boilies and air-driedfaesh pastes will break down and leak off attiacin different
ways and at different rates over time — carp lowand will be stimulated whenever they approachoiged area as it
is constantly changing and leaking off attractors!

| often attempt to design and make my own homenbadte in many formats and styles to induce progregsmore
intensive competitive feeding between visiting c&ptting a larger stamp of fish to compete amotiganselves is
obviously a huge edge if you are aiming to makly toutstanding big fish captures far more achiegaBresenting
high quality washed out baits can also be a vecgessful tactic if fishing for pressured fish oegsured waters, anc
if you haven't tried it before then | suggest yau  designing baits for this approach it is imiaort that you use a
combination of soluble and insoluble ingredientsatiain some of the vital attractors in the bagreafter the bait
has been completely washed out. Consideration dladsib be given to your hookbaits to make sure #neydurable
enough even after being washed out. For a great éidgwashing out baits in a salt/water and FeedXP solution.
Awesomel!!!

Wisal to keep on
experimenting to find the best methods of bait paidn and application, and do take notes; theyoeth their
weight in gold in the long term, and can reducettime it takes to overcome long term fishing chadies and
problems!
