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Mini Ultramix pellets are perfect for pva bag fishing as you can get a nice tight bag with the
pellets that range from 0.2mm to 4mm. This ensures all the gaps in the bag are filled;
leaving no air in the bag meaning that it will sink much more quickly. Because the pellets
are various sizes the fish don't get preoccupied on one particular size and they will
continue to feed a lot less warily.

| have also found the smaller pellets are very good for scalding to mould around a method
feeder or to use as a sloppy mix for spodding over zig rigs. In the warmer months scalded
pellets can be a deadly tactic and really get the fish feeding and rooting around, with all the
oil from the pellets giving off a scent that can be detected from quite a large distance,
attracting and pulling fish into the area you are fishing.

Pellets can be scolded at home or on the bank.

1. Put around 1kilo of Mini Ultramix in a bucket
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2. Boil the kettle

3. Add a small amount of boiling water at a time, stirring it with a stick whilst letting the
pellets fully absorb the water.

4. Once the pellets have fully expanded, the consistency is perfect to mould around a lead

or feeder. Firstly allow them to cool down, and then | always add a few handfuls of whole
pellets so there is a mixture of sizes and variations. The mix is then ready to use.
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5. If you want the mix for spodding over zig rigs, carry on putting the boiling water over the
pellets and stirring until the mix starts to go mushy, then you have a perfect sloppy mix
which will fall through the water column at different speeds, clouding the water right from
the surface to the lake bed.

| hope this helps you to get more out of your pellets and bank a few extra fish.
