N-Gage XP — a product review:

After first receiving the bait the first thing | noed was the dark brown
colour and the distinct aroma that it omitted. Whesaking one open
there is a real rich texture inside that oozesiyudVhilst being dark it is
the perfect bait to ward of the attentions of aathered friends. The bait
is hard enough to use with a throwing stick althoag with most baits air
drying them first will produce harder baits thatlwe able to “stick out”
with more consistent results.

N-Gage XP boilies:

More bird-proof than most — and
a great year round bait too!

The bait is produced in
both 14mm and 18mm
sizes although as with all
the other baits in the range
you can get it rolled in
“other” sizes with a small
additional cost and lead
time.

The one thing that stood
out was how instant the
bait was. The first time |
used it | was fortunate
enough to catch the biggeqt
common in the lake at 40l
1oz, which was caught on
a mixture of 14 and 18mm
freebies whilst fishing a
14mm cork ball pop up
over the top. More than
enough reason to realise |
was onto a winner!

Ingredients such as Green lipped mussel extragilBa and the highly rated Feedstim XP are cotabyenatural
and very attractive to carp; and this shows thranghe bait itself.

Another telling factor of just how good the baitswahen you threw a bait into the margin or whigstling a bait in
just how many times there were snails or othermaatovertebrates clinging to the bait. It had al reatural pulling
power; something that will no doubt boost your batcto an even higher rate. The fish doesn’t jasagnouthful
of goodness, it also gets a mouthful of naturatiising snails and bugs which can only be a goodyth

Whilst testing the bait | was trying different peasations to see if the fish preferred a certamlmoation but |
caught on them all. The combination that stoodtlo&itoest though was the cork ball pop up presemtéished
over a pva bag of crumbed N-Gage.

It was surprising how much crumb | could
compress into the bag, it probably equated to
around 50 boilies. It was then a case of
compressing the bag really hard and moulding
the bag into a really hard ball of compressed
crumb ahead of tying the top and folding the
bottom corners to aid its casting properties.

You will have to be sensible in this approach as
not all carp rods will be able to withstand such
pressure and if the bag is too big you will need
to reduce the bags contents to withstand the
cast and the tackle you are using.

The edge that | found was that all the goodness,
the extracts and bits that the bait contained
exploded from the bag once on the bottom of
the lake.

| found time and time again that the fish couldi@em to be able to resist the pull of a huge hall-gage crumb
with takes often coming within an hour of casting.d he bait also pulled in some big catches framdhakes
whilst testing this method with quite a few ovee 8blb’s - a fantastic result on any lake.

I mixed the sizes up whilst fishing and baitingstjto confuse the fish and not give them a chamget used to
picking up a similar sized item so they could digtiish it with danger.

| always used different sizes and also added ctmfiee mix, again to confuse the carp, then, addegva bag
over the top of the spot to create a perfect lzpgituation. As you can imagine once a fish or  dr@zed over the
area, the bait would be scattered about but ong thiould still remain; the scent of the N-Gaged &personally
think it was in these situations that the fish dout refuse it.

With winter upon us, | have no qualms about usirggtiait through the whole year. With a low oil et superb
ingredients and the bait being produced to thedsghuality | have total confidence in it producfigl all through
the year and indefinitely for the years ahead.

More thirties from different waters — all caught NRGage XP during the testing period. The pullimgvpr and
instant attraction of this bait is remarkable. Tiesults achieved on really tough waters have bésggering.

Whilst XXX has been one of the most consistentshaitoducing a string of captures from all ovenlozld, I'm
sure that in time the N-gage will rival it. It r&als that good. In these busy times of pressuakdd and pressured
fish, the last thing you need to worry about isryboait.

CC Moore have once again come up trumps with anotlasterpiece, something that will seemingly catiejthing
that swims.
